DARPA XG Industry Panel Meeting Announcement

The DARPA Next Generation (XG) Communications Program is holding a workshop on November 20, 2002 at Systems Planning Corporation, One Virginia Square, (3601 Wilson Blvd.), Arlington, Va. from 8:30 AM until 4:30 PM.  The XG Program is developing system concepts and enabling technologies to permit dynamic spectrum usage. By taking advantage of local spectrum usage patterns, in space, time, and frequency, it is hoped that XG technologies can dramatically improve the efficient use of spectrum over the current static allocations.  

The intent of this workshop is to stimulate an exchange of information between the Government, contractors working on the project, and spectrum users, manufacturers, and technologists.  DARPA is a technology developer for the Defense Department and is not a spectrum policy-making organization. Thus, the meeting will focus on the technology for the enabling protocols and system design considerations that will permit dynamic spectrum usage. The workshop will be unclassified and will be open to the general public.
