Purpose:
The Video Demonstration provides an opportunity for each team to demonstrate its Challenge vehicle.  DARPA will use the video to assess the state of preparation and level of integration of the Challenge vehicle, and determine the teams that will receive site visits.
Video Format:

DARPA will accept videos in the form of a digital file (.mpeg or .avi) on a CD that can be read by a common computer CD drive. Alternatively, a standard VHS videotape is acceptable (NTSC only). The CD or VHS videotape will become the property of DARPA and will not be returned.

Video Contents:  

· The total time limit for the video is five (5) minutes.

· The video must show the Challenge vehicle that is entered in the Grand Challenge.

· The video must provide a brief, but thorough view of the vehicle from all angles, inside and out.  Special attention should be made to show the integration of any sensors, actuators, and processors that have already been installed on the vehicle.
· If the vehicle is capable of moving under its own power, the team may choose to show the vehicle starting from a stopped position, executing a series of turning movements, and returning to a complete stop.

· During movement, the vehicle may be operated under radio-control, teleoperation, or autonomous navigation.  
· The vehicle may not have a human driver (a passenger is acceptable for safety purposes, but the passenger may not control the vehicle in any way except in an emergency situation).

· Teams should use the audio track to explain the significance of each segment of the video.  Alternatively, a written narrative indexed by time is acceptable.
